To be considered for a Reduced-Fee place you must attach the following:

❒	 a certified copy of your income tax assessment for year 2008/2009 which confirms your income in that year was less
than $20,000 together with evidence confirming that your current annual income is below $20,000. Applicants in 
receipt of Centrelink payments must provide a statement from Centrelink which confirms receipt of benefits dated  
no earlier than 1 December 2009.

❒	 a statement telling us:
	 • which degree program you would like to study and the reasons for wishing to do so
	 • how you have prepared yourself for university studies so far
	 • why you think you should be awarded a Reduced-Fee place

❒	 a letter of support from a responsible person who is familiar with your circumstances and who is able to verify what 
you have written and support your application for the University Preparation Program, eg employer, counsellor, 
doctor, lawyer, social worker. The person must not be a member of your family. 
Please note: The letter must be on official / company letterhead.

❒	 Payment of $450.00 - Humanities Stream or $550.00 - Science Stream. Details of acceptable payment methods are 
detailed on the main application form. You must also indicate on that form what you wish to do if your application  
for a Reduced-Fee place is unsuccessful.

20 Reduced-Fee places will be available in the University Preparation Program (UPP)  
commencing in Semester 1 2010.  

This form, together with appropriate documentation, should be returned with your 
application for admission to UPP – Whole Year or Semester 1 2010.

Applications open at 9.30am on Tuesday 1 December 2009 and close at 4.30pm on Friday 29 January 2010. Reduced-Fee 
applications will not be accepted after 4.30pm on Friday 29 January 2010.

Please note that, unlike Full Fee places which are processed in order of receipt, Reduced Fee places are awarded by a 
committee which will meet after the closing date. All Reduced Fee applications received by Friday 29 January are  
given equal consideration. Reduced Fee applicants must be available to attend an interview at UNSW in February.
